As I write this there is another tsunami warning in Indonesia. So it would seem rea-
sonable to consider whether we are in danger, and any advice on what to do in case.
The advice is simple:  when you see the sea level drop (e.g. one foot per minute), and
you hear a rumble from the seashore, don’t wait, watch, take pictures - but head for
high ground.  If you are on your boat - just a bit offshore, you have nothing to worry
about: you may not notice anything at all.  The tsunami has a huge energy, but it
doesn’t pile up into a big wave until the shore tries to stop that energy.  There was a
charter company in Phuket that had 40 boats out on charter, and none were damaged.
(Obviously you can’t be TOOO close to the shore).
What about our area?  It would seem
we are quite safe.  It’s a huge planet
and the tsunamis which travel long
distances at great speeds, will be
blocked by Vancouver Island.  The
chance of one generated in the Strait
of Georgia approaches the probability
of a meteor strike.
Alberni, on the other hand could and
has been devastated by a tsunami.
On Good Friday, 1946 a wave
generated in Alaska funnelled into
the Alberni canal and rearranged
considerable real estate in Alberni.
There is now a warning system off
the Pacific Coast — of DART buoys.
They measure the bottom to surface
distance, and can give alarm —but
its not very clear how everybody
would get the word.
It’s curious to me - the big quake in
Alaska on Good Friday, the big
one off Sumatra on Boxing Day,
and now one on Easter Monday.
Could give rise to superstitions of
all sorts!

CHANGES TO THE RACING RULES
by Ernie Fiedler

The Olympic Games are considered the supreme test for the rules of racing.   Every four years, after
the Olympics, the International Sailing Federation (ISAF) rewrites the rules in response to problems
that arise.
We are now racing under the 2005 - 2008 race rules.  Reviewing all the race rules is a bit ambitious,
but assuming that racers know the old rules, the main changes must suffice.

Disclaimer: As author of this article, I caution the reader to read and thereafter sail, at his/her
own risk —that this article is no substitute for studying the rules, and that any problem aris-
ing out of errors or misinterpretations of this article, will not be cause for any kind of damage
or loss claim.

Most of the changes to the 2001-2004 rules are to make their intent clear, rather than to make any
real changes, but there are some real changes.

Rule 14.  (Avoiding Contact)  A right of way boat can be penalized in a collision wherein the other
boat suffers damage or injury.

Rule 16.  A right of way boat cannot change course to make trouble for a boat headed to pass astern.
This would seem to open up the way for “hunting” a boat trying to pass ahead of you.  (Notice that
now when a boat threatens to tack for a close cover on you, you may head off the wind a bit, to trick
him into tacking early, so that you can come back on close-hauled course with fairly clear wind).

Rule 19.1  (Hailing for room to tack - “shore room”, etc.)  You can now be protested for an  unwar-
ranted hail for room.  The other boat still has to respond as before, but may protest your actions.

25.  The Notice of Race must be made available to all contestants, as well as the Sailing Instructions.

30.1 -etc. (round the end rule)  Code flags I, Z, and the black flag may only be used as preparatory
flags.  Previously these flags were sometimes hoisted in advance.

31.2 (touching a mark, etc.)  There is no longer a 360° or a 720° turn!  It is now a one-turn-penalty
or a two-turn-penalty.  The penalty still requires the same number of tacks and gybes, but you need
not compete the turns beyond that.  (It could make quite a difference in touching a windward mark,
where you might now do a tack, followed by a gybe down onto course for the next mark. )

Two more changes:

If you have finished and thereafter discover you sailed the course incorrectly (missed a mark?), you
can still go back and correct your mistake and finish again.

Sculling:  In the past, sculling was legal if it was only for steering purposes.  Now, such sculling is
legal only if you are above a close-hauled course, and need to scull to fall off onto a sailing course.
You can no longer scull, for example, to come up onto a close-hauled course when you are on a
reaching or running course.

I
guess it says quite a lot when only five boats finished - Division 1, consisted of all
boats had handicaps faster than 0!  Boats such as Casseopia and a ID 38 skippered by
John Buchan (the third generation of the most famous Swiftsure family), all dropped
out.   My report from the race tells of winds coming up to 50 kn about midnight - sails
shredding, lines breaking, most of crew “inoperative” and a decision made by one of
the crew (not the skipper) to head in to Nanaimo.  The short course didn’t get it that
bad,  — most of them did finish.  Addiction was the big winner.  Go to the West Van
website for complete report.

COLORS FOR BOATS

I find the latest news from ISAF a bit outrageous.  I guess I’m a bit known for my
resistance to commercialism of sailing. I’d give up all the shirts and even inflateable

lifejackets to get rid of sponsorship.

There is undeniably a trend to more sponsorship dollars on all fronts of big races.
Russel Coutts and Paul Cayard want to steal the focus of the world from the Ameri-
ca’s Cup with a fleet of matched boats from different companies distinguished by
colour for TV audiences.
Another group is starting this summer with something akin to a demolition derby of
Australian-18 type dinghies racing in different venues in Europe and Asia for TV
money.  Again this is very national, and boats are colour coded.
ISAF sees this as a good thing, and wants more of racing to get on TV.  The proposed
ruling requires local authorities, no matter what rating system they use, to give a ten
percent handicap advantage to boats coloured in any bright colour other than white.
They sound quite set on carrying ahead with this, but they still want input from the
sailing fraternity on the matter.  I will forward any responses from TCYC.
I called a local marina, they admitted “on condition that I keep them anonymous” that
they were stocking up on Awlgrip, and expect severe shortages.   I hope to hear from
lots of outraged people on this one.
