IMPORTANT MATTERSTO CONSIDER The Marine ParksForever Society.
(Trevor Jenkins)

Our January monthly meeting offered a very interesting talk, with slides and charts, onthe
history and activities of the Marine Parks Forever Society, givenby Steve Macdonald and
Peter Lisset, longtime officers of the Society. This Society was begun in 1989 in response to
theshrinking of available |and as foreshores became of greater interest to baby-boomers and
developeas. It wasfelt at tha time tha afund should be started that would beavailable to
preserve some of theprime |ocations for MarineParks. The boatingcommunity at all levels
was encouraged to support its establishment and Yacht Clubs and other stakeholders were
askedto providethe initial funds and then continuing support. Tiddly CoveY.C. was one of
its early supportersbut in the past 5 or 6 years our support has dwind ed to aimost nothing
and we are not alone.

We learnedthat initsealy yearsyearly support at therate of about ten dollarsayear per
boat would be required to build the fund and gain the interest of other donors. The organi-
zation of the Society was begun under the auspi ces of the Council of B,C. Yacht Clubsand it
isstill its over-seeing sponsor. Over the yearsthe Society has had some notabl e successes. It
has never had alot of money but by judicioudly inserting seed money; government, corpo-
rate and public support have completed a number of projects begun by the society. The most
notabl e success was the preservation of Jedediah Island and that project began with the
donation of 100 thousand dallars from thesociely. Eventually public, corporate and govern-
ment support secured Jedediah and it isnow another jewel of theM arine Park system. With-
out the Marine Parks Forever Society it could havebeenlost to the public for good.

Currently theM arine Parks Forever Society has been instrumentd in acquiring land immedi-
ately adjacent to Octopus Islands M arine Park whichisinthe process of beng added to the
park and it will control the upland view, increase theanchorage area, and provide beach
access. Another recent acquisition has been the land adjacent to Musket Island M arine Park
which extends theforeshore of the anchorage to Hardy Island. Musket Island itself was
acquired through the intervention of the Society. The Society acts co-operativdy with gov-
ernment, local authorities and other groupsinterested in preservation and cultural and recrea-
tiond values. One example isacurrent project that hopesto add a prime anchoring area to
Sandy Island Marine Park at the north west end of Denman Island. For more on current
activities go to cbcyachtcl ubs.ca/marineparks/ Unfortunately government support has dwin-
dled asthe B.C. government has become more frugd, so the Society isbeing forced to be
more pro-active once again in seeking support. Hence their appearance at Tiddly Cove.

The presentaion waswell reca ved by a sympathetic audience and | am sure that the Society
hopesthat TCY C will be reactivated as an enthusi astic supporter. To that end some mem-
bers discussed thereintroduction of TCY C raffleswith the proceeds going to The Marine
Parks Forever Society and it will be examined at the February Executive meeting. John Van
Kleek who haskindly volunteered to | ook-after the saleof Tiddly Stuff, has also offered to
put up some attractive prizes, from hisown sources to start the ball rolling. Look for an-
nouncements at our next regular meeting in February.

There issmply too much that could be written. Here areafew highlights that you
may want to pursue on the net..

A big one, the ORY X QUEST, gartsFeb. 5 from Qatar. Theprize isone million
dollars, and it isto be raced by four monster multihulls. They aso figure on achance
to win the round-the-world speed record.

The Annual Key West Regattain Florida big. It attracted almost 300 boats, from 14
countriesand 36 statesin theU.S.

The recent Sydney Hobart race proved too much for all three of the big super boats, in
one way or another. One, the Konica Minoltais damaged beyond repair, and Skandia
lost her kedl and the crew had to beairlifted to safety. ThusNicorette finished fird,
but later, in fairly tame conditions, her mast came crashing down in pieces.

And with al these sopped and non-stop races around the world, there is now a two-
sop race, but | won't go into that one.

I ncidently, BMW Oraclewith many millionsfor the very best, has chosen to have
their 2007 craft built nearby. The moulds will be built in Sedro Woolley, Wash., and
the boats will; be built in Anacortes, Wash.

There arethree “round the world events’ just about to finish.

The Vendée Globe single handed race is just finishing, with Jan 31 report, PRB is 551
miles from the finish, and Bonduelle only 13 miles behind - Ecover in 3rd, 62 miles
out of first place, and the 4th boat more than 900 miles behind.

The Globa Challenge, isthe race with identical 72 foot boats (12 of them), racing
around theworld “thewrong way” with paying amateur crews and one professional
Kipper.. They are just starting from Wellington, New Zealand for Audtralia. The
reason they go againgt the weather, according to the organizers, is o0 they go dower,
and there is more hope of rescuing anyone going overboard.

Soontofinishis Ellen MacArthur inher 75 multihull “B & : Q”. Sheis619 miles
ahead of where the solo around the world record holder was at this point in time.

And a crewed challenge for arecord isunderway - Bruno Peyton’s Orange |1 is off on
arecord breaking pace for the JulesVerne Trophy. More on that next month..

To get there by water, Head down past the delta and past Point Roberts (lots of off-
lying rocks) and into the entranceto Drayton Hbr (conspicuous black water tower to
right of entrance). |mmediately ingde turn left into Blaine Marina -staying along the
breakwater - continue past N dock; turnin before G dock, and tie up onyou left,
along N dock. It's about 40 nm from the Point Grey Bellbuoy. Two nights are free to
participants, but athird, which will probably be necessary will beoffered at, 50/ft.

To get there by land, cross the border, take thefirg right, and take the road out the spit
toward the southwest. Passthe sgn “Gate 1" (across from the flag poles), and turn
left into the lot at the main building of the Blaine Marina. If you choose to park on
the Canadian side at Peace Arch Park, you will need a half hour to walk to the marina,
| triedit!.

The logigtics are abit awesome, but sailing ina new venue should befun.
